

The 17th International Clan Gunn Gathering

The Gathering will take place from Saturday 21st to Sunday 29th July 2012. It will once again be a two centre affair beginning in Orkney where the clan will be based in Kirkwall and moving to Caithness mid week to be based in Thurso.
